80 Years Ago — November 1, 1944
+Metropolitan Andrey Sheptytsky Entered Eternal Life

On November 1st the faithful of St. Nicholas Parish, Passaic, com-
memorated this solemn occasion in prayer at a Divine Liturgy and
Panachyda in honor of the Holy Teacher of Divine Wisdom. His life
and works had an enormous impact on the life of the Ukrainian Cath-

olic community in Ukraine and abroad, and more spemf caIIy our St.

Nicholas parish. Metropolitan Andrey
travelled widely, visiting his flock in
North and South America, and Western
Europe. In 1910, he arrived in Passaic,
NJ, to bless the cornerstone of the par-
ish’s first church.

After the service, Fr. Andriy Dudke-
vych, pastor, invited all to retire to the
church hall for a repast meal, to hear re-
flections on the life of Metropolitan An-
drey and to view a pictorial display of
his life and his works, prepared by the
St. Nicholas Chapter of the League of
Ukrainian Catholics (LUC).

Sr. Tekla, SSMI, spoke of the life of
Metropolitan Andrey. His early years
and pastoral achievements. He was an
extremely active pastor. He used his
personal wealth to finance countless
philanthropic projects. He was known
among his people as a man of deep
prayer, a gifted preacher and prolific
writer, who faced the challenges of two
World Wars and foresaw the attempted
annihilation of the Church in Ukraine, : i
its entombment in the catacombs and its ultimate resurrection.

Marion Hrubec, Chapter president, spoke further of Metropolitan
Andrey’s prolific works, his legacy, and the cause for his beatifica-
tion and canonization. The rise of the Church in Ukraine with 5 mil-
lion faithful, after the fall of the Soviet Union, is widely believed to
be a miracle worked by Metropolitan Andrey. His life is an example
of heroic virtue.

A heartfelt thanks is extended to Fr. Ivan Turyk and Fr. Vasyl Vla-
dyka for their spiritual service and support during this event. Also,
a sincere thank you to the LUC members for preparing the tasty re-
past, and to all the faithful who attended this inaugural event in cel-
ebration of our 115t year as a parish. 2025 is a year of Hope for our
parish, our country and for our homeland, Ukraine. May we all be
united in prayer for the intercession of Metropolitan Andrey, and for
peace and prosperity in the world.

Every year, the LUC donates $500 to each of its Burse Award re-
cipients, who the Bishops of our Ukrainian Catholic Eparchies and
various religious orders select for these honors. This year’s recipi-
ents are as follows:

e The Bishop Jaroslaw Gabro Burse Award was given to Dorian
Kernytsky, who was nominated by Metropolitan Borys
Gudziak. Dorian is a first-year pre-theology seminarian for the
Ukrainian Catholic Archeparchy of Philadelphia, currently in for-
mation at Saint Charles Borromeo Seminary in Ambler, PA. The
award will greatly benefit Dorian’s seminary formation for his fu-
ture priestly service.

o The Metropolitan Ambrose Senyshyn Burse Award was given to
Brother Nazariyy Dmyterko, who was nominated by Bishop Paul
Chomnycky, OSBM of the Stamford Eparchy. Nazariyy is cur-
rently enrolled in the Catholic University of America in Washing-
ton, DC, and is studying canon law with an eye on obtaining a

licentiate degree in the discipline. This financial support will help
Nazariyy in completing his studies.

o The Metropolitan Constantine Bohachevsky Burse Award was
given to Taras Vorobets, who was nominated by Bishop Bohdan
Danylo of the St. Josaphat Eparchy of Parma.

While
Sister Maria is fluent in Ukrainian, she needs to learn the English
language which is vital in their mission work. This financial sup-
port will help Sister Maria attend Rockland Community College as
an English language learner.

o The Martiana Zebron Burse Award was given to Sister Dia Za-
gurska, who was nominated by Sister Joann Sosler, OSBM. Sis-
ter Dia has taken some English courses, but needs to improve her
skills. This financial support will help Sister Dia to further her
studies, so she can better understand and communicate with the
people she encounters in the hospitals.

o The Patrick Bilon Burse Award was given to Sister Yosaphata
Litvenczuk, who was nominated by Sister Maria Kelly,
MSMG. Sister Yosaphata is approaching her 90th birthday, and
she still teaches catechism classes, tutors students in English,
and also serves as a community counselor, seamstress, and sac-
ristan. This financial support will help Sister Yosaphata to con-
tinue her good works in the community, as she remains a bless-
ing to the Missionary Sisters of the Mother of God.

o The Bishop John Stock Burse Award was given to Anthony

In 1997, the National Board of the
League of Ukrainian Catholics initiat-

The number of Ukrainian Catho-
lic schools at that time numbered approximately eighteen. Sadly, as
of 2024, only three schools remain. Yet, undaunted by the tenuous
economic times, these schools - St. Nicholas, Passaic, NJ; Assump-
tion of the Blessed Virgin Mary, Perth Amboy, NJ; and St. Nicholas,
Minersville, PA - continue to survive and thrive by the grace of God,
a dedicated faculty, and parents committed to attaining the best
spiritual and academic education for their children. Furthermore, it
is because of this commitment that the Sister John Paskevich,
SSMI, School Endowment Fund award will continue.

The Endowment Fund was named in honor of the late Sister John
Paskevich, SSMI who was Religious Director of the National Board
of the League from 1987 until 1996. Sister John passed away on Jan-
uary 17, 1996. During her funeral Liturgy, homilist Fr. Walter
Wysochansky reflected on her constant striving for spiritual as well
as educational excellence, her love of prayer, of icons, of angels, of

her patron saint: St. John the Evangelist, of her constant prayerful
support of the priesthood, the beauty of the church, her encourage-
ment of the staff and the students to do their best and be the best,
her dedication to the Mother of God, her joy in being a Sister Servant
of Mary Immaculate, and most of all her love of celebrations of each
and every occasion.

Sister John was born in Kulpmont, PA and attended local elemen-
tary and Catholic high schools and was a graduate of Alvernia Col-
lege with a degree in education. She professed her first vows on
April 18, 1968. With this new chapter in her life, Sister John began a
lifelong commitment to the Catholic education of youth. She was
always eager to learn and excel, and was a perpetual student, earn-
ing two Masters Degrees: one in Theology the other in Educational
Administration. She likewise served as teacher and principal in
many of the parochial schools in the Metropolia at that time.
